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DKG needs to be more visible in our communities, and to us, so we all can celebrate the excellence!!

What could that look like?

-Encouraging people to vote, helping people get to voting centers, registering people to vote, retirees working at precincts, etc.

-Having conversations in libraries about subjects near and dear to us at local libraries- or in classrooms- with “resumes” available to school staff, Senior Centers, hospitals, etc. Volunteering at libraries to help people write business letters, read legal documents. 

-Offering yourself as a guest speaker or facilitator in classrooms, Sunday schools, or helping out at a food distribution centers, gathering small teams ready and willing to travel to help disaster relief

-Writing a weekly or semi weekly column in local newspapers about fun subjects – subjects like strange grammar rules, local histories, story of the most traveled citizen in town, or about a child, teen, or young adult who has done something extraordinary

-Getting on local radio, people calling in to get answers about a special topic/ hobby you are learning or good at – suggesting books to read

-Offering cooking suggestions- hosting a contest for best meal made from limited ingredients, special ingredients, etc.

What could we offer that our communities would enjoy? Remember, we are not just excellent educators! We are excellent women who can and do benefit our communities.
