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What I'd like to propose is a one credit class that at least 10 participants would read Ron Clark's three books:
The Essential 55: An Award-Winning Educator's Rules for Discovering the Successful Student in Every Child by Ron Clark (2004 edition approximately 218 pages)
Kindle, Hardcover, paperback, audiobook
The End of Molasses Classes: Getting Our Kids Unstuck--101 Extraordinary Solutions for Parents and Teachers by Ron Clark (2011 edition; approximately 354 pages)
Kindle, Hardcover, paperback, audiobook
Excellent 11: Qualities Teachers, and Parents Use to Motivate, Inspire, and Educate Children by Ron Clark (2004 edition; approximately 288 pages) Kindle, Hardcover, paperback, audiobook
We'd spend three and a half to four weeks per book, and with directed questions, class participants respond to one another's writings about how each sees strengths and weaknesses in the strategies about which Clark talks.  I haven't figured out how to set that up yet but am investigating.  

Some questions that I have yet to get an answer to:
Does UASE have a "blackboard" set up to do these kinds of questions/responses for a class? Can responses be saved week to week, so all can print out eventually and also it shows who answers, who doesn't?  
End paper would be to write up 1) an evaluation of the three books or 2) how class participant can see using specifics from Clark's books successfully in her classroom or 3) as a parent, how to successfully implement specifics from Clark's books in her home environment.
